Dear friends,

Inthe early 1970's, when | founded my institutes in Germany, Switzerland
and the USA, | did it with the purpose of having the necessary help with the
adminigtrative tasks and al other activities involved with my work world-
wide. Thisendeavor has been successful for more than two decades, and | am
grateful for it. From the beginning, with the establishment of these ingtitutes|
never had in view a human organization in which the workers would have to
obey certain by-lawsin order to spread the idea of the Science of Christian
Science,

The healing work. Right from the original founding of these ingtitutes | made
it clear that the healing practice could not be humanly institutionalized, but
must be handled individualy.

The teaching work. For many years the teaching work had been done mostly
by mysdlf.. Asaresult, the teaching was associated with my writings and
recordings. The subject concerning the Science of Christian Science, pre-
sented by the Kappeler Ingtitute (based on the pioneering work of Mary baker
Eddy and John' W. Doorly) was closely connected with my research work. As
ahuman teacher | cannot and should not try to to determine the future. In the
future, the possibility exists of someone trying to teach under the name of the
Kappeler Indtitute. As | do not want thisto occur, | am therefore stating that
no further teaching will be done under the name of the Kappeler Institute or
Max Kappeler.

Itisnot that | define the teaching of others asincorrect in making this deci-
sion. Rather the reason that lam doing thisisthat | am convinced that each
person has the sameright as| do, which isto be freeindividually to present
the idea of the Science of Christian Sciencein their own way according to
their own understanding of the subject. | fed that above al eseit is necessary
today to prevent the future danger that surrounds any attempt to ‘institutional-
iz€ teaching. Human beings, even though they try to do their best, till
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remain different people with different concepts about the subject. In the future | do not want these
different subjectsto be identified with the Kappeler Ingtitute and with my name.

Therefore, | have come to the conclusion that the ingtitutes/foundations carrying my name should from
now on represent only my work, that means my writings, my recordings, etc. Everyone who would like to
spread the idea of Chrigtian Science, beit by the spoken or written work, must do it under their own
name, with the usua scientific fairness. Each one must learn to stand on their own feet, alone with the
divine Principle. Again | stressthat ingtitutes/foundations carrying my name are the instruments for my
work, my individual demonstrations; they are not meansto help realize the individuad tasks of others.

For this reason, from now on, | withdraw the teaching from my ingtitutes, as | have removed from

it the practice work. This meansthat | encourage ‘ study groups' or classes on atotally individual basis
and under the name of the respective teacher. Naturaly, those who now work independently, under their
own name and responsibility can make use of my writings and recordings which are available through
the various agents of the Kappeler Ingtitute.

Thiswas also the attitude of John W. Doorly. In 1945 we put the activities of the Christian Science
Church organization behind us, because we could see that a spiritual idea cannot be humanly organized
or put under human rules.

My decision concerns al of the ingtitutes, foundations and funds worldwide. This decision has been
developing within me for along time. During such a period of maturing there are naturally consider-
ations pro and con, many questions, uncertainties and perhaps even doubts. The method of spiritual
obstetrics needs often along time until we can see where the self-evolving spiritua ideaisleading us.
During thistime the ‘old’ formslinger, and we humanly let them be, we do not interfere because we do
not want to disturb the development of anew thought. We do this until the signs along the way become
distinct.

Theingtitute's book and tape agents remain the same worldwide.

John W. Doorly on True Government

Individuality ver sus Organization

If ever wefail to see the Christ-ideaindividually, we shall sooner or later find ourselves just involved in
mere human organization. ... It istherefore imperative that we face the issue clearly. The attempt to
organize Science permanently is doomed to failure. Each one of us has got to operate individudly.

Inlinewiththat ... | am going to conduct my Summer School ... on an entirely individua basis. We
have aso decided, after much prayerful consideration, that in future The Foundational Book Company
will not buy or sl anything but the matter we ourselves produce. The reason for that is that the moment
you find yourself having to decide arbitrarily whose services you will select for teaching, or whose work
you will publish and sell and whose you will not, you are in danger of becoming a headquarters. ... |
want to make it perfectly clear that | shall never take any part whatever in any kind of organization. | am
going to make my individual contribution to the picture, and it is up to each one of you to make your

own individua contribution—to think and act asyou are individualy impelled by Principle—and then
we shall demonstrate a measure of true manhood and right government. No one individual person hasthe
right to control the outlook of another individual, because being isinfinitely individual.

It may seem to some of you that our decision about The Foundational Book Company is an attempt at
monopoly, but it's the very opposite, because we have made it with the specific idea of escaping that
danger. ...

If wearetruly individual, we shall respect, love, and understand each other. If we try to organize, we
shal only end by hating each other; we shall al be watching what the other fellow is doing, instead of
watching what we ourselves are doing, and that is bound to end in mutua jealousy and rivary. If you are
not being truly individual, then you are being personal, and that is a hopeless basisto build on. So | do
ask you to watch most carefully that your outlook istruly individual.
